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Learning how to lead 
Year 7

Students in languages at CVC get the opportunity to put their language skills to use in a real context and to develop their leadership skills from year 7 upwards.  This year year 7 students were asked to prepare mini lessons in Spanish to teach our South African exchange students from Edendale.  Both English and South African students were give the brief to prepare short learning activities to teach some of their language (and cultural) knowledge to the other group.
They were given some lesson time to brainstorm ideas in small groups and to prepare their presentations. The groups came together for a whole lesson and took it in turns to teach each other using the presentations, tasks and activities that they had prepared.  For the year 7 students it was their first opportunity to experience ‘language leading’ and there was a lot of enthusiasm expressed afterwards for continuing to be involved and develop their skills further

Year 8
In year 8 we have given students the opportunity to prepare, plan and deliver the learning for year 6 lessons on Intake Day.  This year a group of 40 students worked with Miss McClelland to plan and deliver all of the Spanish lessons on the day.  They were involved from the earliest stage, deciding on a carousel of 4 learning activities to build memory, pronunciation and confidence.  The lessons were really enjoyed by the CVC and primary students and we plan to offer this leadership opportunity again next year.
