Dear Parents
As part of Comberton Village College’s Language College Specialism, we are constantly seeking new and innovative ways to offer new opportunities for learning languages, both to our students but also to the wider community.  

In September this year we launch a new course for Spanish at KS4 (Y10 to start in September this year).  It is called NVQ Spanish Level 2 and is equivalent to GCSE Grade B but is vocational (using languages for work and business) and very low stress in terms of assessment, i.e. just in the classroom and you can repeat the small assessments whenever you like, as many times as you like until you get it right.

I have put the course into the Adult Education programme for next year to allow adults from the community to join the class.  There are currently 12 Year 10 students in the class and adults would join them for the double period lesson on Thursday mornings every week.  My aim is to create a mixed experience/mixed age class of language learners who will work together and learn from each other’s strengths.  I will be the teacher.
Of course this is a fairly ‘new’ idea and I am applying for innovation funding to support the project so that I can evaluate and disseminate findings and there will be other schools in the East joining me in similar projects across the region.  

Below is the short description that will be going into the Adult Education brochure for next year’s courses:
NVQ Spanish Level 2 (GCSE equivalent grade B) over 2 years
Business Languages Course
Mixed age and experience class – places limited
Thursday mornings 8.50 – 10.30
If you are interested in taking up or finding out more about this opportunity, please get in touch with me.  I have no idea how much interest this offer might generate, and a class size of 18 would be ideal for the group, so if I’m overwhelmed with interest from adults I will have to have some sort of process of selection, but for now I’m keen to gauge the level of interest.
