Work for NVQ Level 2 Spanish:  Week 3 

1.  Watch the short video clip with the frog.  Write down the 10 sums in digits and the correct answers.  Say them back to yourself in Spanish, making sure you can say all of the numbers confidently in Spanish.  (If you are on the language lab, make a recording of yourself doing this from just your written version of the digits, save it and I will ‘collect’ your work through the system.)

For your recording you will need to use the words for plus, times, minus and equals:
plus = más
times = por
minus = menos
equals = son

So, for number 1 you would say: 1+2=3  - uno más dos son tres.

2.  Now listen to the numbers the American Spanish teacher says and write them down.  They are the numbers between 10 and 100.

3.  Now listen to the 10 sentences that you hear in the 3rd video clip.  There are some unknown words in these sentences but they are read clearly 3 times.  I have put the English sentence meanings (jumbled up) into a table for you and the first time(s) you listen I want you to write down the number (1-10) next to the English meanings according to the Spanish you hear.  Then in the space to the right of the English I want you to try to transcribe in Spanish what you hear for each of the sentences.  
4.  Now it would be good to do something different.  Go to the BBC languages website, the link below.  It is a section on asking something what job they do.  Follow the links to complete all 4 activities, 1  = arrange the conversation, 2 = learn the vocabulary, 3 = spot the mistake, 4 = your turn to write your responses, 5 = extra.
