I Spy Spanish Module – Y7
Scheme of Work (10-12 lessons)

Lesson 1

Objectives:

-to revise and apply common sound patterns from known phonics words to new words that will come up in this Spy context

-to practise describing people using a text as a model

-to learn 6 new adjectives


Starter: Remind learners of the 4 phonics in left column and give them 1 minute to practise applying the sounds to the new words.  See if they can guess the meanings of the new words.  

· Reading aloud descriptions of spies male and female

· Three part questioning choice / open

· Students spot the adjectival agreement
· Listening for detail 

· context the enemies Myclops / Señora X
· Learners listen before seeing the text on slide 

· drilling of some new adjectives:

inteligente, malvado, (malo), peligroso, astuto, gordo, pequeño (and match up to opposites)

· students to make up new descriptions using texts as models / substitution 

· Peer assess the descriptions – pre-empt and brainstorm possible mistakes beforehand.

Plenary suggestions:

· Discuss ways of remembering new adjectives; rank adjectives according to difficulty spot cognates.
Lesson 2

Objectives:

- To practise pronunciation of ‘r’ and ‘rr’ in Spanish

- To develop confidence at reading aloud

- To develop speaking skills (asking & answering questions) using written text as support
- to develop descriptions using high frequency adverbs

Starter: 

-  Phonics slide of words with ‘r’ and ‘rr’
-  Written description of Señora X to read aloud

Activity1
-  Revision of new adjectives from yesterday
- A selection of students reread their descriptions of baddies and students responds with physical response to each adjective mentioned

Activity2

Reading exercise:
-  Match picture cards to written descriptions (gist understanding)
- Focus on the detail of the texts through whole- class three part questioning
 - draw out new vocabulary 
- focus on the adverbs (they have met these before)
muy/bastante/un poco/normalmente/generalmente


Speaking exercise: Guess who pair work exercise modelled by teacher with another pupil. (Turning statements into questions through intonation). Students then do this in pairs/groups.

Writing students to revise initial descriptions adding in high frequency adverbs.

Plenary suggestions:

Mastermind – using new language from previous 2 lessons
Lesson 3

Objectives:

· to reinforce understanding and practise use of second verb infinitive

· to work out the meaning and learn between 6-8 cognate infinitives

Le gusta and Va a + new cognate based infinitives:

envenenar, asesinar,encarcelar, acusar, capturar, viajar, atacar, matar, abandonar, informar, explorar
Starter : 
(i)  Phonics – pronunciation slide adding more words that have/will come up in the story

(ii)  matching exercise  using the 12 cognate verbs (not all are cognates but students should operate a strategy of elimination to arrive at their answers.
Activity 1

Speaking : Three part questioning using ‘le gusta  + infinitive’  el lunes le gusta asesinar o capturar…?

Activity 2
Listening exercise: Students work out the future intentions / weekly preferences of Myclops (what is he going to do /what does he like to do on each day) He finally goes off to Egypt which links in with the next lesson. 
Activity 3

Writing: students adapt their own spy description to include preferences Le gusta/no le gusta asesinar (+ 2 things they are going to do next week).

They have to use at least two connectives: porque, pero, o, y

Teacher to model examples.

Students. to read out their examples.

Plenary: 

· Como se dice en español – recap on verbs from the lesson in 3rd person singular
Lesson 4

Objectives:
 - To consolidate language learnt so far in this unit
 - To promote fluency in speaking
- To develop memory skills

Starter:  
Telepathy speaking activity (instructions on PPT slide) with text using language encountered in the unit and mirroring the structure of their own presentations.

Activity:

Students to memorise their ‘baddie’ descriptions as a presentation (next lesson they will have a picture of their villain and describe it orally to their group)
Teacher models the ‘chunking’ method to them that they use in Term 1 to memorise.  They work on their own or in pairs to ‘rehearse’ their presentations ready for the next lesson.

Plenary:

Gap fill task recapping on language & structures from this module so far.

Lesson 5
Objectives:
 - To consolidate language learnt so far in this unit
 - To promote fluency in speaking
- To give a spoken presentation from memory on their evil character

- To peer assess work and give feedback


Starter:  
Students to have 3 minutes to practise their presentations quietly to themselves.


Activity:

Students to give their presentations to the rest of their group (4 students) They try to record everything they understand about the character in English and then get to see the picture at the end.  They then give each other feedback

Plenary:

Gap-fill reading task on Profesor Malévolo who they have not yet encountered.

Lesson 6

Objectives: 

-revision of regular –ar verbs in the third person singular / third person plural reinforcing sound patterns of –a / -an
-Spotting irregular verb forms

- working out the meaning of unfamiliar words

- practise use of more high frequency adverbs


Starter: Song La canción de Marvin Powers

(Resource 7) to be sung to Quincy Jones (Bossa Nova)

-Students. to pick out any new words and work out the meaning of semi-cognates.
-Students to identify all the verbs and note  all the ‘AR’ verbs and occasional others

Activity

Reading exercise: Axel Bond en Egipto 
Students read aloud text following model from teacher.

· Students encouraged to pick out words containing sound patterns drilled at the start.

· Choice questioning: ie Decide ir a Egipto o a Francia ?

· Teacher to take them through the first four activities on the text. Students to write on and annotate text.

1.  Underline all the verbs
2.  Distinguish between the AR verbs & others
3.  Circle all the cognates
4.  Look up 3 words in the dictionary and distinguish between adjective, noun & verb

Plenary :
Reminder of AR verb paradigm and practise conjugations of other ‘spy story’ verbs
Lesson 7

Objectives: 

· Continue working with extended text

· Develop facility with present tense verb manipulation

Starter: 
· Phonics starter (pronounce some key words, linking their pronunciation back to their phonics words)

Activity

Reading exercise: Axel Bond en Egipto 


1.  Students read aloud the text in pairs

2.  Students complete the final two activities on the text.

a.  Add 6 adverbs to the text
b.  Re-write the first paragraph in the first person

Plenary :
Song La canción de Marvin Powers – Second time around – students try to fit all words in time with the music!
Lesson 8

Objectives:
- to continue to consolidate the sound/writing relationship.

- practise use of -ar verbs 1st / 3rd person singular / 3rd person plural.

- to develop understanding of word families.

Starter : 

1.  Pronunciation starter
2.  Word Families activity

Activity:


Listening/ Reading: Dictation: Axel Bond in Switzerland. Differentiating between 3rd person singular / plural –er verbs. 

Peer assess answers with students sharing answers first to eliminate errors. Students pass back answers and go through answers whole class.
Plenary:

Kinaesthetic card sort activity: Students. manipulating -ar verbs 
Teacher calls out phrases and student construct them from the cards (or alternatively write them on mini whiteboards)

Lessons 9 & 10
Objectives:
 - to create a simple present tense narrative using the language learnt
Starter : 

Verb phrases using the cards from Lesson 8
Activity:


Students use the proforma provided and the character they created to write their own simple spy stories.  They should storyboard them and if there is time, they can produce comic strips with addition of speech bubbles too.
The work will go on display when finished.
Allow 3-4 lessons for this with lower classes.
