Hot seating Instructions
Pupils get a copy of the hot seating sheet. 
One pupil volunteers to come to the front of the class and sit in the hotseat.
The idea behind the activity is that everyone is being tested, not only the person at the front because the pupils need to decide whether the answer that the student at the front gives is correct or not. They place a tick next to the question number if they think they answered correctly and a cross if they think the answer is incorrect. It is important that you as a teacher tick and cross too so that you can feedback with the class. Mix up the order in which you ask the questions too.
Activity A, teacher says the word in Spanish and the pupil at the front says it in English. (Class does ticks or crosses on their sheet). 

Activity B, teacher says the word in English and pupil at the front says it in Spanish.

Activity C, teacher says the word in Spanish and pupil spells it on the board.
Odds and Evens

Pupils work in pairs. They decide in their pairs who is the “odd” and who is the “even”. They each write the words from the text depending on whether they are doing the odd words or the even words and they should refer to the text at this stage. They swap with partner and partner fills in the missing words. 
3-2-1

Pupils say  either 1, 2 or 3 words from the sentence. They take it in turns to do this. It is the person who says the last word in the sentence who loses.
