Tips for pronouncing French

The sounds we have learnt are the ones which most frequently can cause
problems, so if you can remember how each word sounds, you are a lot closer to
having good French pronunciation!

To sum up...

* The letter c with an accent underneath — ¢ — sounds like the letter s in English.

* Acwithout this accent, and followed by the letters o, a or u, is a hard sound —
café, code, vécu

* Acfollowed by anior an e is soft — cing (sank), cent (son)

* an and en make the same sound in French = ON (a nasal sound) - anglais,
enfant

* jnin a French word sounds like AN (a nasal sound) —intéressant, intelligent,
enfin

* If a French word ends in a consonant these are usually SILENT e.gt, d, s, n or x,
with the exception of CRFL — Be CaReFulL with these!

* If the last letter is an e, you can pronounce the letter just before it — carte,
anglaise, allemande.

In French, the letter e can cause lots of problems:

At the end of a word, it isn’t sounded out.

If it as an acute accent — é — then it sounds like ay. - café

If it has a grave accent — e — or a circumflex - @ - then it sounds like eh — e.g
pere, téte
